A focal-point wall creates drama
and provides display space tor custom-
crafted artwork. The wall was painted
cherry red, a color that pops out of the
squares-in-squares rug. A buttery yellow
color (also in the rug) coats the other
fanmly room walls. But the color caper
was only just beginning. 1 thought it'd
be fun to contrast the furniture against
the walls,” savs Debbie. So,a plush couch
covered in a mellow yellow fabric sits in
front of the red focal-point wall.

With the main color swaths in place,
Debbie added whimsical pattern and
unexpected color with fabric and acces
sories.
